A special tracks grab is soon to be delivered by SMAG for the railway tracks. Multi-Tool enables the 850 to switch between the attachments quickly and easily. 

With the combination of crawler undercarriage and 10 m trailing cable, the 850 provides a considerable operating range and is the perfect solution for this work. "The electric motor was an excellent choice. It is very quiet, easy to maintain, cost-effective and increases the service life of the hydraulic components enormously. It saves time and money for engine maintenance and refueling of the machine," is how Reiner Wetzel, Managing Director of Schrott Wetzel GmbH, explains the reason for choosing the 200 kW power electric motor.
